McNulty Advises Towns-
people To Write Repre-
sentatives In Albany For
Passage Of Special Bill.

A Ditter fight in Albany may
have been touched off by special
beach legislation Introduced in both
houses for the Town of Huntington.
Town Clerk Robert MeNulty urged
the audience at the Town Board
meeting Tuesday afterncomn to get
in touch at once with Senator S,
Wentworth Horton, and Assembly-
men John Britting, Elisha T. Bar
rett and Edmund R. Lupton, at the
Capitol, in Albany, urging passage
of the propese bill which would
enable the Town of Huntington to
acquire, establish, and malintain
beaches and park anywhere in its
‘“territorial boundaries”.

Specifically the . proposed Iaw
would permit the Tawn Board to
establish for the Townspeople pub-
lic beaches at Fusaro's Beach in
Lloyd Harbor and the Crescernt
Beach at Huntington Bay. Use of
the property which the Town al-
ready owns in those areas has been
blocked by the Vi}lugo Boards.
