If the producer surmounts these
obstacles , he must then contend
with such problems as (a )
"...where can we get a bubble-
machine-this scene MUST have
bubbles!" (b ) "...the makeup
supplies were left in someone 's
attic all summer and the
greasepaint has congealed!" (c)
"...the girls in the chorus are

At about this point one of the
stars or one of the directors (or
both) usually gets very sick or
very cross (or both ) and that' s
when the producer realizes
someone has written a theme
song for HIM "Nobody Knows
The Troubles I've Seen!"

education of the children of New
York State and at least file a bill
for state aid to education this
year.

All that Assemblyman Stavisky
has done so far is to hold press
conferences at which he seems to
echo much of what I have already
had filed and printed as the
Senate State Aid to Education bill
as early as February . Of course ,
Mr. Stavisky talks many more
millions in items that have little
or nothing to do with aid to
suburban districts , where small
homeowners must cope with real
property taxes. It is hard ,
however , to criticize or even
discuss the indefinite proposals
he has made. What is needed is a
bill , so that we can sit down in a
non-part isan working a t t i tude
and get this overdue legislation
on the books.

If it is political status he is
seeking by this delay, he is
welcome to take the Giuffreda
Bill , S-3409, make a carbon copy
of it , put an Assembly number on
it and call it the Stavisky Bill.
What I care about is giving our
school districts throughout the
state something definite to work
with in preparing the budgets
they are even now scheduling for
vote in the next few weeks. Under
the present circumstances , there
is no firm basis for any Board of
Education to act upon in

Local man, county
official , is indicted

Oonald Donaudy

The Suffolk County Grand Jury
has indicated a Patchogue man ,
Donald Donaudy , of 131 Shore
Drive , on charges of consp iracy
and receivin g un lawfu l
gratui t ies .  Donaudy was
immediately suspended from his
$39 ,030-a-year post as
Commissioner of Buildings and
Grounds for the county, by
County Executive John Klein.

The indictments are the result
of a three-month investigation by
the office of Suffolk DA Henry
O'Brien ; a probe O'Brien said is
still continuing, with the grand
jury 's ter m being extended an
additional two months .

The indictment charges that
Donaudy , along with the county 's
real estate agent , John Wallice ,
"did unlawfully solicit and accept
gratuities from Simantov Capon
(a builder who leased office
space to the county) , after they
had used their positions to
persuade the appropriate county
officials  to enter into lease
agreemenns with Hauppauge
Industries at Expressway Inc., a
firm owned by Capon.

Specifically, O'Brien charged
that Wallice approached Capon in
June of 1972, telling him he would
have to purchase a home for
Donaudy 's use , after both had
recommended that the county

pay $4 million over a ten-year
period to Capon to lease office
space in Hauppauge
Subsequently,  Donaudy and
Wallice inspected a house at 73
Rose Avenue in Patchogue , and
Capon later bought the home.

In August  of that year ,
Donaudy 's fiance , Dianne Cronk ,
moved onto the premises , and
nearly a year later , in July of
1973, Donaudy, now married ,
moved in as well.

O'Brien alleges that the couple
lived in the house unt i l
November , when they moved out ,
and the lease was transferred by
Capon to Kim G. Windsor ,
reportedly the son of Capon 's
previous wife , for $10.

Donaudy was arraigned in
Suffolk Court on Monday,
p leading innocent , and was
released without bail . No date
has been set for the trial.
However , Donaudy did say he
was anxious to , "see this thing
resolved as quickly as possible ".

Earlier , on April 18, another
indictment had charged Wallice
with conspiring with
restaurantuer , Arturo Pace , to
receive $435,000 in bribes from
Capon over a five-year period.
However , O'Brien said this week
that he had no evidence to tie
Donaudv to that scheme.

Police smell arson
amid WSUF fires

A mysterius fire has leveled the
building that housed radio station
WSUF on Pennsylvania Avenue
in Pa tchog ue , according to
Suffolk County Police , who have
raised the possibility of arson.

In the past month , the co-
owners of the station , Delaware
Valley Small Business
Investment Co., and Capital
Corp. of America , shut down
operations , saying they were
looking to sell. One spokesman
for Cap ital Corporation in
Philadelphia , even said a buyer
from Patchogue was among the
interested parties .

However , the situation was
apparently reversed this week
when another spokesman for the
corporation said the owners were
interested in reviving operations.

The fire took place Monday and
Tuesday, and according to the
chief of the Medford Department ,
Jack Kennedy , there were two
separate and distinct blazes. "I
checked the building myself after
th first fire ," he was quoted as
saying in an article that appeared
in N e w s d a y ,  "As far as I was
concerned , it was a second and
separate fire ," Kennedy added.

First reports on the blaze came
into f i re  department
headquarters at 5:30 p.m ., on
Monday, and Kenned y said

everything was under control by
8 p.m. But at 4:30 the next
morning, the department was
summoned again to the building
and found flames roaring through
the roof.

According to the police , the
first fire began in one of the
station 's recording studios.
Police also said the building had
been the site of numerous
vandalism accounts since
broadcasting was ceased on April
15.

The Capital Corp. spokesman
said he was unsure how the fire
would affect future plans for the
station.
